Features: 
A solvent based solar reflecting finish suitable for application to tarmac, concrete, asphalt, and glass. Can 
be used on most common roofing materials such as metal and aged galvanised sheet, concrete, roofing 
felt, most plastics, previously painted prepared surfaces, and wood. This paint coating should be applied 
to the external side (NOT THE INSIDE) of the surface to be coated. 
 
Extremely durable and resistant to asphalt “bleeding”, is bitumen-free and can be used over old bitumen-
based products. Has excellent heat reduction and heat reflecting properties and can be applied to most 
surfaces where heat gain can be an issue, including metal and wood. 
 
The low sheen finish limits dazzle or glare which will be experienced with Aluminium/Silver coatings and 
the Grey finish provides better hiding power than the White finish and is less prone to discolouration and 
marking. 
 
Other features: shower–proof in 30 to 60 minutes depending upon air temperature; can be applied down to 
8C. on to a dry surface; self-cleaning; simple application by brush, roller or spray; durable and long 
lasting; self–priming (except over rusted metal where a primer will be required); VOC compliant.

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Drying: 
Touch dry:  30 Minutes @ 20C.  2 hours @ 10C. 
Recoatable:  4 Hours  @ 20C.      8 hours @ 10C. 
 
Light foot traffic after 24 hours. Full use after 3-5days (will vary with temperature and air movement). 
 
Minimum application temperature 8C. 
Relative humidity should be no greater than 85%. 
 
 
Coverage: 
Up to 35-40 sq. metres per 5.0 Litres. 
Coverage rates are based on our own tests but could vary depending on surface profile, porosity of the 
surface and method of application. Please ensure you have the correct amount of product to complete the 
job before starting. Coloured finishes should only be applied from the same batch of paint. Where more 
than one batch is available, all batches should be boxed together before applying to maintain continuity 
of colour and finish. 
 
 
Preparation: 
The surface should be clean, dry, and free from dust and grease. Where needed, a suitable primer should 
be applied to the surface, please contact our Technical Team for advice. 
 
 
Application: 
Brush, roller, or conventional spray. Supplied ready for use for brushing and rolling. When applying by 
roller, only use a short pile, thermally bonded roller. Thin up to 25% by volume with UTR112 Universal 
Thinners for the first coat, followed by a further two coats as supplied. Use UTR112 Thinners to achieve a 
spraying viscosity of 25 – 40 seconds BSB4 cup @ 20C. 
 
 
Note: 
If you or are unsure about any of the procedures or have any questions, please call, or email our Technical 
Team before proceeding. The key to a successful finish and durability is the amount of time spent on 
surface preparation.

Please contact our Technical Team if you are in any doubts before 
proceeding and please remember surface preparation is one of the key factors in achieving a good paint 
finish. This is time well spent as you will be rewarded with a better finish.    
 
Important Note: 
For internal and external work, maximum ventilation is required. To assist drying if the air flow is 
insufficient, fans or other mechanical methods of circulating air should be adopted. Precautions must be 
taken to prevent operators from inhaling the vapours during application; this may need the assistance of a 
second operative to monitor the first operative when carrying out application of pre-treatment and 
coatings. Please ensure PPE requirements are always followed . 
 
Most of our products are for professional and trade/contractor use only and are not intended for DIY 
application. Before using any product, please read the appropriate Material Safety Data Sheet stated 
above.
